But the
information proved to be false. Van der Sloot is now charged with
murdering a young woman in Peru.

4 The Dow Jones industrials climbed back above 10,000 Wednes-
day briefly after Federal Reserve Chairman Ben Bernanke said the
economy is still recovering. Later, one analyst said that BP may have
to file for bankruptcy because of the Gulf oil spill and that made
stocks tumble. The Dow Jones Industrials Average ended the day
down at 9,899.25; dropping 40.73 points.
