¢ A grim-faced BP chief executive Tony Hayward told a congres-
sional committee he is “deeply sorry” for his company’s catastrophic
oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico Hayward said he was "personally
devastated" by the explosion of the Deepwater Horizon oil rig that
triggered the giant spill. He told the committee it is too early to reach
conclusions about the causes of the accident.

- Meanwhile, Coast Guard Admiral Thad Allen says arig drilling a
relief well, meant to stop the gushing flow of oil into the Gulf, is
ahead of schedule and could reach its target over the next three to
four weeks.

¢ The number of people filing new claims for jobless benefits jumped
last week after three straight declines, another sign that the pace of
layoffs has not slowed. The stock market had a slight gain, with the
Dow Jones Industrials Average closing at 10,434.17; up 24.71 points.
