♦  BP says their "Top Kill" method to try and stop the flow of oil
from their leaking oil well into the Gulf of Mexico didn't work.  Now,
they will try to contain the crude that is leaking from the blown-out
well.  BP says the only method that is certain to work is to drill more
wells.  BP says it may be until some time in August before that can
be accomplished.  Meanwhile, the spectre of crude oil mixed with
seawater, being blown inland during a possible Gulf Hurricane, is
causing major concern as the summer hurricane season begins.
♦  The chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, Admiral Mike Mullen,
said he would have preferred that Congress had waited before vot-
ing to repeal the “don’t ask, don’t tell” law that bans gays from serv-
ing openly in the military.  The House passed the measure on Friday,
largely along a party-line vote.
♦  The federal corruption trial of Rod Blagojevich, the former Illi-
nois governor, begins on Thursday.  It's expected to last 3 to 4 months.
Blagojevich, a Democrat, was arrested in December 2008 for alleg-
edly trying to sell President Obama’s U.S. Senate seat. He was im-
peached and removed from office in January 2009.
♦  Bangladesh has joined Pakistan in blocking access to the social-
networking site Facebook, citing a page on the site that called on
people to draw images of the Muslim prophet Muhammad.
♦  A woman left locked alone in a plane asleep for about four hours
after landing at Philadelphia International Airport is suing United
Airlines.  Ginger McGuire, 36, is suing for false imprisonment, in-
fliction of emotional distress and negligence.

1819 - American poet Walt Whitman was born.
1889 - A disastrous flood hit Johnstown, Pennsylvania,
leaving 2200 people dead.
1913 - The 17th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution
was proclaimed.  It provided for direct election of sena-
tors.
1938 - Singer Peter Yarrow was born.  He was the Peter
of the popular folk group, Peter, Paul, and Mary.
1941 - The very first issue of “Parade: The Weekly Pic-
ture Newspaper” went on sale. Some 125,000 copies were
sold for a nickel each. “Parade” became the most-read
publication in the U.S. with a circulation of over 22-mil-
lion readers in 132 newspapers.
2003 - Bombing suspect Eric Rudolph was arrested out-
side a grocery store in Murphy, N.C. (He later pleaded
guilty to four bombings - including those at a Birmingham.
Ala., abortion clinic and at the Atlanta Olympics - and was
sentenced to four life terms.)
