1823 - Simon Bolivar was named President of Peru.
Bolivar led the wars for independence from Spain in
Venezuela, Colombia, Peru, and Bolivia, which was named
in his honor.  Bolivar was sometimes called the "George
Washington" of South America.
1929 - Golfing star Arnold Palmer was born.
1945 - Singer Jose Feliciano was born.  His best-known
hit record is the Christmastime song, "Feliz Navidad."
1955 - One of TV's greatest gunfighters, Matt Dillon,
made his first ride across the tube with the premiere
of the series "Gunsmoke."
1955 - Bert Parks began a 25-year career as host of
the “Miss America Pageant” on NBC. The show became
a TV tradition as Parks sang to the newly-crowned
beauty queen, “There She is ... Miss America”.
