♦  A tornado touched down near the Chickamauga Dam in Chatta-
nooga Tuesday night, causing a seven car pileup that injured five
people.  The twister then skipped across the Tennessee River and
smashed through an apartment complex and a subdivision.  Fierce
winds demolished three homes and injured 11 people in Vale, North
Carolina, as a massive storm blew across the south and central U.S.
♦  Al-Qaida leader Osama bin Laden threatens in a new audio tape
to kill French citizens because of their country's support for the U.S.-
led war in Afghanistan and a new law that will ban face-covering
Muslim veils.
♦  Facing a nationwide shortage of a drug used in lethal injections,
Arizona has taken the unusual step of getting supplies of sodium
thiopental from Great Britain.  Shortages of the drug in the U.S. be-
gan slowing executions this past spring.
