♦ MOTOR THROWN FROM I-75 OVERPASS
     The driver of a charter tour bus suffered minor injuries Sunday
night when a small motor apparently was thrown from the County
Road 130 bridge over I-75, just south of exit 49.

     McMinn County Sheriff Joe Guy says his officers will focus more
attention on the interstate overpasses.  He also advises motorists to
be watchful when approaching overpasses and even flash their bright
lights on the overpass at night as ways to help avoid being a victim.
