!!!!! United Airlines has resumed flying the Boeing 787 after they
were grounded for four months because of smoldering batteries on
787s owned by other airlines. The incidents included an emergency
landing of one plane, and a fire on another. Federal authorities lifted
the grounding order on April 19 but it has taken Boeing, which
makes the plane, and the airlines a few more weeks to fix them.
