! Americans across the country gathered together on Monday to
honor fallen service members on Memorial Day.   President Obama
led the nation�s commemoration by laying a wreath at the Tomb of
the Unknowns at Arlington National Cemetery and reminded ev-
eryone that our nation is still at war. The country�s oldest living
veteran Richard Arvine Overton, 107-year-old World War II vet-
eran, celebrated veteran�s day on the front porch of his home in
Austin, Texas.  Overton was formally recognized as the country�s
oldest living veteran earlier this month.
!!!!! The fire that broke out aboard a Royal Caribbean ship on Mon-
day caused enough damage to cancel the rest of the cruise.  The
cruise line said that more than 2,200 passengers will be flown from
the Bahamas back to Baltimore.  There were no injuries reported,
and the cause wasn�t immediately known.

Authorities are searching for clues in the shooting death of
Bardstown, Ky., police officer, Jason Ellis, 33, who was ambushed
along a highway exit ramp after leaving his car to remove debris
from the road. Ellis was shot multiple times.  State police are in-
vestigating, and there are no suspects at this time.
