   U.S. stocks rose amid corporate
earnings reports and economic
news. U.S. Bancorp reported earn-
ings in line with estimates, while
Philip Morris and Citigroup beat
analysts' earnings expectations.
U.S. Treasuries were lower. The
Dow Jones Industrial Average was
up 217.00 at 17,141.75. The Stan-
dard & Poor's 500 Index was up
29.62 at 2,023.86, and the
NASDAQ Composite Index was
up 87.25 at 4,870.10.
The spot price of gold fell $1.53
to $1,182.60. The spot price of sil-
ver was flat at $16.14, and crude
oil prices rose $0.13 to $46.77.
