He says he's trying to figure 

out a way to not run short on salt next time we have a snow.

TODAY IN HISTORY—JANUARY 11th 
1757 - American statesman Alexander Hamilton was born 
on the island of Nevis in the Caribbean. He moved to the 
American Colonies in 1772 and later served in President 
George Washington's cabinet as the nation's first Secre-
tary of the Treasury. He was killed in a pistol duel with his 
political foe, Aaron Burr, in 1804.               
1878 - For the first time, milk was delivered in glass bot-
tles -- by one Alexander Campbell, in New York. Up to that 
time, moo juice had been ladled out of a container by the 
milkman, right into the customer’s own container.     
1935 - Aviation pioneer Amelia Earhart became the first 
woman to fly across the Pacific Ocean from Hawaii to Cali-
fornia.
