   Businesses and residents affected by the November 30th 
tornadoes and severe thunderstorms can apply for          
low-interest disaster loans from the U.S. Small Business       
Administration. The SBA responded to a request from       
Governor Haslam for a disaster declaration. The declara-
tion covers McMinn, Polk, Meigs, Monroe, and Bradley 
counties. 
   Businesses and private non-profit organizations may   
borrow  up to $2 million to repair or replace damaged or         
destroyed real estate, machinery, equipment, and inven-
tory. Economic Injury Disaster Loans are available regard-
less of whether the business suffered any physical property 
damage. Loans up to $200,000 are available to homeown-
ers for repairs or replacement. Homeowners and renters 
are eligible for loans up to $40,000 to repair or replace               
personal property. Interest rates are as low as 3.125% for 
businesses, 2.5% for nonprofit organizations, and 1.5% for 
homeowners and renters with terms up to 30 years. 
   SBA’s customer service representatives will be available 
at the Disaster Loan Outreach Center to answer questions 
about the disaster loan program and to help individuals 
complete their application. The Center is located at the 
McMinn County Courthouse. It will open next Tuesday, 
February 7th, from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and will be open Mon-
day through Friday from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. and on Saturday 
from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. It will close on Thursday, Feb. 16th.
