TUESDAY’S MARKET REPORT: U.S. stocks finished 

higher as investors focused on a slew of corporate earnings re-

ports. Fourth-quarter earnings have mostly exceeded expecta-

tions, with more than 65 percent of firms reporting better than 

expected earnings.                    

The Dow Jones Industrial Average was up 37.87 at 20,090.29. 

The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was up 0.52 at 2,293.08, and 

the NASDAQ Composite Index was up 10.67 at 5,674.22.            

Commodity markets: The spot price of gold fell $2.33 to 

$1,233.08. The spot price of silver fell $0.03 to $17.71, and
