4 THIRD MURDER SUSPECT IS SENTENCED

The third member of the trio charged in the murder of 20-year-old
Tyler Womack, which occurred July 4th, 2014, has been sen-
tenced. Martha Ann Thompson was sentenced to 10 years in
prison after pleading guilty this week to charges of facilitation of
second-degree murder, aggravated burglary, and theft. Thomas
Odum was found guilty of first degree murder last June and sen-
tenced to life in prison. Amanda Lee Britnell pleaded guilty to
first degree murder last August and was also sentenced to life in
prison. Womack was shot and killed when he surprised the three
as they burglarized a house on County Road 172.

TODAY IN HISTORY - MARCH 3rd
1831 - George Pullman, inventor of railroad cars with
sleeping facilities, was born. Those sleeping cars came to
be known as "Pullmans."
1847 - Alexander Graham Bell, inventor of the telephone,
was born in Scotland. He later moved to the U.S. and got
a patent for the telephone. The first phone call came
when Bell called his assistant and said,"Mr. Watson, come
here. I want you." Bell had spilled some battery acid on
his clothes.
1931 - "The Star Spangled Banner" became the National
Anthem thanks to an act of Congress. The words were
written by Francis Scott Key in 1814 as he watched the
British bombardment of Fort McHenry, which protected
Baltimore. During a break in the fighting, Key saw the
American flag still flying over the walls of the fort and
wrote a poem to express his feelings. By government per-
mission, the U.S. flag flies 24 hours a day over Key's grave
in Frederick, Maryland.
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
