UNEMPLOYMENT GOES UP IN AREA

The unemployment rate in Southeast Tennessee went up in every
county in January. The McMinn County jobless rate was 6.4% in
January, up from 5.6% from December. In Meigs County, the
unemployment rate in January was 7.7%, up from 6.6% in De-
cember. Monroe County’s jobless rate in January was 6.3%, up
from 5.5% in December. In Bradley County, the unemployment
rate was 5.3% in January, and Polk County’s jobless rate was
7.0% in January.
