4 AUB RATES TO CLIMB IN JUNE

Although the official start of summer won’t arrive until late in
June, TVA’s summer rate season begins June 1st. AUB says that
will push local power rates up slightly compared to May. TVA’s
rate schedule has three seasons. Summer is June through Septem-
ber and has the highest seasonal base rates. Winter is from De-
cember through March. The remaining four months in spring and
fall are considered “transition” months and have the lowest base
rates.
