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 A new analysis of satellite photos taken two weeks after Ma-

laysian Airlines Flight MH-370 mysteriously vanished may help 
scientists narrow the search area. The “drift analysis” by Austra-

lian scientists tracks 12 floating objects that could be from the 
plane. The analysis may help scientists narrow the search area to 

three regions in the southern Indian Ocean. The Boeing 777 with 
239 passengers and crew aboard disappeared in March of 2014. 

  President Trump says North Korea’s Kim Jong Un made a 
“very wise” decision in backing down on his threats of a missile 

attack on Guam.  Trump tweeted that the alternative would have 
been both catastrophic and unacceptable. He commented a day 

after North Korean media reported the dictator had delayed a de-
cision about whether to fire missiles toward Guam.
