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 One woman was shot dead and six other churchgoers were 
wounded by a gunman who opened fire Sunday morning at the 
Burnett Chapel Church of Christ in Antioch, just outside Nash-
ville. A church member who ran up and confronted the gunman 
was pistol-whipped by him. That church member then went to his 
car, where he got his own weapon to confront the shooter again. 
The gunman then shot himself. His wound was not life-
threatening.  
 Fears in storm-battered Puerto Rico have shifted to the failure 
of the Guajataca Dam as the U.S. territory reels from the devastat-
ing impact of Hurricane Maria. The National Weather Service 
said failure of the Guajataca Dam in northwest Puerto Rico is
