According to numerous law enforcement sources, multiple loaded 
high-capacity magazines were found in the suspected shooter's 
hotel room as well as high-powered rifles considered capable of 
penetrating police armor. There were also some handguns in the 
room.                                 
   After spending nine years in the Nevada Lovelock Correc-
tional Institute, O.J. Simpson left under the cover of darkness 
heading for Las Vegas, the city where he was arrested for armed 
robbery a decade ago.
