4 McMINN MAN DIES FROM GUNSHOT

A shooting incident Wednesday resulted in the death of a man in
the Nonaburg community on Highway 39 East of Englewood.
Sheriff Joe Guy says deputies responded to the call around 11:45
a.m. and found Jacob Leatherman, 22, of Englewood, unrespon-
sive and suffering from a gunshot wound. Deputies and first re-
sponders tried CPR without success and Leatherman died from
his injuries. Sheriff Guy says it appears the resident, Michael
Webb, was shooting a 22 rifle in the yard. At some point, he was
stepping back into the residence when the rifle discharged and
Leatherman was shot. Sheriff Guy is consulting with the District
Attorney’s office about the case. Guy says the incident appears to
be accidental, but the investigation is continuing.
