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  The Supreme Court ruled on Monday 7-2 in favor of a Colo-

rado baker who refused to make a wedding cake for a same-sex 

couple because it violated his religious beliefs. The Supreme 

Court decision stated that the Colorado Civil Rights Commission 

was hostile to Phillips' first amendment rights and that his 

“religious objection was not considered with the neutrality that 

the Free Exercise Clause requires.”
