The members of the Athens City Council got the October activity

reports from the Athens Police and Fire Chiefs at Tuesday night’s

monthly council meeting.

e Police Chief Cliff Couch reported there were 60 thefts in
Athens in October, 15 burglaries, 15 assaults, two sex of-
fenses, and one robbery. Officers issued 186 citations for
moving violations. There were 97 vehicle accidents in Octo-
ber, with 30 injuries. Chief Couch reported there are two va-
cancies on the police force.

e Fire Chief Brandon Ainsworth reported that firefighters re-
sponded to 77 calls in October. Six calls were to fires, 32
were calls for rescue and emergency medical service, and
there were 22 false alarms. Losses for the month totaled
$185,000.
