The Tennessee Wildlife Resources Agency says 
the Western Pygmy rattlesnake that lives in a 
narrow area along the Tennessee River in West 
Tennessee is threatened. TWRA says it is against 
the law to kill any snake in Tennessee. The 
Pygmy rattler is 15 to 20 inches long with tiny 
rattlers. They eat insects, lizards, and small mammals.
