MORE FROM THE ATHENS MUNICIPAL CODE 
TRESPASSING ON TRAINS: It is unlawful for any person to 
climb, jump, step, stand upon, or cling to any locomotive engine 
or railroad car in Athens unless he works for the railroad or is a 
lawful passenger. 
ABANDONED REFRIGERATORS: It is unlawful for any per-
son to leave in any place accessible to children any abandoned, 
unattended, unused, or discarded refrigerator or icebox with any 
type of latching or locking door without first removing the latch. 
CAVES, WELLS, CISTERNS: Anyone who owns property 
having a cave, well, or cistern on it which is dangerous to life and 
limb must have an adequate cover or safeguard.
