The man who everybody knew as “Prof” died Wednesday morn-
ing at his home. He was 93.  Harold 
Powers was born and raised in Ath-
ens. As a young man, he partici-
pated in the Battle of Athens in 
1946. He became the principal at 
City Park School at its beginning. In 
1951, City Park School became the 
first public school in Tennessee to 
try a program of school camping 
when Prof started Camp Oo-Tah-
Nee-Noh-Chee. He taught thou-
sands of young people to swim. He 
was active in the Boy Scouts, serv-
ing as a scoutmaster and produced 
dozens and dozens of Eagle Scounts.  He served several terms on 
the Athens City Council. He was active in his church, Athens 
First Baptist, and was a renowned story-teller. He was the Athens 
Man of the Year in 1956. In 2016, Knox Park was renamed Prof
