The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), in coordi-

nation with the Federal Communications Commission, will con-

duct a nationwide test of the EAS (Emergency Alerting System) 

Wednesday, Aug. 7th, at 2:20 p.m. EDT. The test will be broad-

cast on radio and television stations nationwide using a “daisy 
chain” distribution system. The test message will originate from 

designated radio stations, known as Primary Entry Point stations.  

It will be received and relayed by all other radio and television 

stations and cable TV systems. The test will NOT include a mes-

sage on cell phones via Wireless Emergency Alerts this year. This 

year’s test will evaluate the readiness of the national alerting ca-

pability in the absence of internet connectivity. The test will be 

approximately one minute long, will have a limited impact on the 

public with only minor interruption of radio and television, and 

will be similar to regular monthly EAS tests. During the 2018 

nationwide EAS test, several problems were identified including 

poor audio quality, outdated software, and inaccurate EAS equip-
ment system clocks.
