The pack-

ets will be dropped from helicopters in Bradley and Hamilton 

counties starting today. They will be distributed by airplane in 

McMinn, Meigs, Mon-

roe, Polk, and Rhea 

counties October 14th - 

20th.  The vaccine 

products are safe, but 

you should keep them 

away from pets and 

instruct children to 

leave the baits alone. If 

you find a packet, toss it 

into a wooded or fence-

row area. You should 

wear gloves if you need to pick up one of the packets.  This is the 

19th year Tennessee has participated in baiting with rabies vac-

cine to slow and possibly halt the spread of raccoon rabies. There 

have been two cases of raccoon rabies in Tennessee this year.
