 Traffic Stop Yields Gun, Needles, Heroin         
Several people are facing criminal charges after a 
traffic stop by McMinn County Deputies produced 
a firearm, drug paraphernalia, and syringes contain-
ing apparent heroin. On Wednesday Morning 
around 3 a.m., according to Sheriff Joe Guy, Dep-
uty Charles Shelton stopped a vehicle on Hwy 30 
west near CR 119. Several people were in the vehi-
cle and were asked to step outside the vehicle. 
Deputies discovered additional drug paraphernalia 
and also what appeared to be a small amount of 
marijuana, “loaded” syringes, and what was sus-
pected to be methamphetamine and heroin as well 
as a loaded firearm. David West, 36, Niota, (top 
photo) and Chadwick Brown, 39, Athens, (bottom 
photo) were arrested and transported to the 
McMinn County Jail.

Man arrested on Assault &                           

Kidnapping Charges 
 A McMinn County deputy sheriff following up on a simple aban-
doned vehicle call discovered a 
kidnapping victim and arrested 
her estranged husband. Accord-
ing to Sheriff Joe Guy, Deputy 
Nathan Stiles responded to 
County Road 775 near Etowah 
on Wednesday, October 16th 
around 10:45 a.m. to a report of 
an abandoned vehicle on the 
side of the road. Upon arrival, 
Stiles checked the car, saw a dog 
inside, and ran the license plate, 
which led him to a Cochran 
residence nearby. When Stiles arrived at the residence, a female resi-
dent, Karen Cochran, came out and spoke with him. Stiles questioned 
Cochran and then radioed for backup. When the deputies arrived at 
the house, they made contact with Jeffrey Cochran, Karen’s estranged 
husband, and he surrendered to the officers. Sheriff Guy stated that 
based on the investigation, it appeared that Mr. and Mrs. Cochran are 
estranged, and Mr. Cochran who had been living in Florida arrived at 
the residence sometime during the night, forced himself into the resi-
dence, fired at least one shot at Mrs. Cochran and then assaulted her 
and held her against her will overnight. She was unable to call 911 or 
otherwise get help. Jeffrey Cochran was arrested and charged with 
Aggravated Domestic Assault, Reckless Endangerment, Aggravated 
Burglary, Aggravated Kidnapping, and Attempted 1st Degree Murder. 
He remains in the McMinn County Jail under a $213,000 bond. The 
investigation is continuing.
