The brothers were featured in a recent New York 

Times article about their recent actions in buying up items that 

have quickly become scarce in the coronavirus crisis. They 

bought the items in Chattanooga and in Kentucky. One of the 

brothers posed for a photo at a Hixson storage facility where he 

wound up with 17,700 hand sanitizers. Amazon eventually 

stopped the practice of allowing individuals to sell sought-after 

health items at greatly inflated prices.
