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The Tennessee Department of Health’s Monday report says 

McMinn County has now had 103 confirmed cases of the coro-

navirus. Eleven of the patients have recovered.  One death is be-

ing reported. Monroe County has 29 cases, 12 patients recovered, 

and one death. Bradley County reports 56 cases, with 44 recov-

ered and one death. Meigs County has 10 cases so far and four 

have recovered. The totals for Tennessee are 13,571 cases and 

219 deaths.
