Meigs County re-
ports 26 cases, with 21 recoveries. Monroe County’s total is 64 
with 45 recoveries and 2 deaths.  Bradley County has 129 cases, 
93 recoveries, and 1 death. Polk County reports 18 cases with 14 
recoveries.

Meigs County increased  to 18.6%, up from 4.5% in March; Mon-
roe County increased to 21.9%, up from 3.6% in March; Polk 
County increased to 13.4 %, up from 3.6% in March and Bradley 
County increased to 13.5%, up from 3.3% in March.
