Tennessee’s coronavirus cases continue to rise. As of Wednesday
afternoon, there have been 24,822 cases statewide, with 388
deaths. McMinn County’s total increased to 144 with 106 recov-
eries and 14 deaths. Meigs County has 27 cases with 21 recover-
ies, Rhea County has 214 cases with 164 recoveries. Monroe
County has 69 cases with 53 recoveries and 2 deaths. Bradley
County has 161 cases with 103 recoveries and 1 death. Polk
County now has 18 cases with 14 recoveries.
