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The number of confirmed cases of the coronavirus in Tennessee 

has now topped 25,000.  The latest total is 25,120, up 298 from 

Wednesday. A total of 16,643 patients have recovered. The num-

ber of deaths is now 401, up 13 from Wednesday.  McMinn 

County’s total number of cases has increased to 146, up two from 

Wednesday. Of those, 107 patients have recovered and 14 have 

died.  Monroe County has recorded its 3rd death. The totals in 

Monroe County are 71 cases with 53 recoveries and three deaths. 

Bradley County’s total number of cases at this point is 166, with 

105 recoveries and one death.  In Polk Count there have now been 

19 cases of the virus and 14 patients have recovered. Meigs 

County is reporting 27 cases with 22 recoveries.  Rhea County’s 

total is up to 217, with 166 patients recovered so far.
