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The Tennessee Highway Patrol has identified the driver of a car 

who was killed when he drove into the path of a train on Wednes-

day morning.  He was Armando A. Fernandez-Pascual, 81, of 

Etowah. The THP says the train was traveling east on Norfolk 

Southern tracks when the car driven by Fernandez-Pascual 

crossed into the train’s path on County Road 717 just off U.S. 11. 

The train struck the left center of the car, pushing it about 2,600 

feet.  Fernandez was killed and pronounced dead at the scene.
