As of Sunday, June 14th, Tennessee has had 30,432 cases of 
COVID-19, with 19,896 recoveries and 475 deaths. McMinn 
County reports 165 cases with 126 recoveries and 14 deaths. Rhea 
County shows 232 cases, most of these related to an outbreak 
from migrant workers at a farm. There have been 210 recoveries. 
Meigs County reports 29 cases, with 24 recoveries. Monroe 
County’s total is 86 with 74 recoveries and 4 deaths.  Bradley 
County has 281 cases, 195 recoveries, and 2 deaths. Polk County 
reports 29 cases with 24 recoveries.
