MONDAY’S MARKET REPORT: U.S. equities ended the
day higher. June's ISM manufacturing index was well above ex-
pectations, increasing to 57.1 from 45.4 in May. Uber announced
it is acquiring Postmates for $2.65 billion in an all-stock deal.
Treasury prices dipped. Interest rates slightly increased. The Dow
Jones Industrial Average was up 460 points or 1.8% to 26,287.
The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was up 50 points or 1.6% to
3,180, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was up 226 points or
2.2% to 10,434.

His hit records
include a duet with Webb Pierce, “Why Baby Why.” He was
also famous for his narrations including “Giddyup Go,”
“Phanton 309,” “TeddK Bear,” and “If Jesus Came To Your
Iiiggge.” He had a heart attack while driving and died in
1927 - Country/bluegrass singer Charlie Louvin was born.
