of the last time an Athens police officer 

was killed in the line of duty. On Au-

gust 28th, 1920, Police Chief S.A. Jen-

kins was shot and killed by a McMinn 

County deputy sheriff in a confronta-

tion between Jenkins and county depu-

ties who were allegedly running illegal 

liquor. A wreath-laying ceremony was 
held in memory of Chief Jenkins.

The unemployment rate in McMinn County was 9.4% in July, 

down from 9.8% in June.  Meigs County’s jobless rate dropped to 

10.4% in July, down from 10.7% in June.  In Monroe County, the 

unemployment rate was 8.8% in July, down from 9.9% in June. 

Polk County reported a 7.9% jobless rate in July, down from 

8.3% in June.  Bradley County’s unemployment rate was 8.7% in 
July, up from 8.5% in June.
