The Athens City Council got a report on police and fire depart-

ment activity in August at Tuesday night’s council meeting. 

 Police Chief Cliff Couch reported there were 43 thefts, 16 

assaults, 12 burglaries, 6 motor vehicle thefts, and two robber-

ies.  Officers issued 118 citations for moving violations. There 

were 61 traffic accidents in the city with 24 injuries. There are 

currently 6 vacancies on the Athens police force. 

 Fire Chief Brandon Ainsworth reported that firefighters re-

sponded to 99 calls in August.  The fire department responded to 

56 EMS calls.  In addition, there were four building fires, three 

passenger vehicle fires, and 10 calls to motor vehicle accidents 

with injuries. 

 The City Council voted to purchase two new fire engines at a 

cost of $1.3 million total; delivery expected in 12 to 18 months.
