 The Tennessee Highway Patrol says the female driver of a Meigs 
County school bus was killed along with a seven-year-old girl 
when the bus and a utility vehicle collided on Highway 58 north 
of Lamontville Road Tuesday afternoon. The THP says the driver 
of the truck lost control going northbound, then over-corrected, 
and the truck slid  into the southbound lane and hit the bus carry-
ing 22 children. Seven children were injured. Five were airlifted 
and two were taken by ambulance to Children’s Hospital in Chat-
tanooga. Several students were treated and released at area hospi-
tals in Athens and Dayton. Those taken to Erlanger are reported to 
be in stable condition. United Way of McMinn & Meigs Counties 
has set up a Meigs County Fund to help with needs for the chil-
dren and families affected by the crash.
