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How to Sign Up for the Vaccine

The Tennessee Department of Health and Tennessee’s Unified
Command Group have added new features to their COVID-19
website to make it easier for users to find county-specific infor-
mation and request an appointment for COVID-19 vaccination.
You can type in the county for which you need information and
you will be directed to a page that asks a few questions to see if
you are eligible to receive the vaccine at this point. It will also
give you information about whether the county has supplies of
vaccine, and will give you a phone number to call and will take
you to a link to sign up for an appointment.
