Perhaps you’ve never heard of Miles Darden, but in the 1800’s he 

was known as one of, if not the largest man ever in human his-
tory. Miles was born in North Carolina and died in Lexington, 

Tennessee. He stood 7-feet, 6-
inches tall and weighed over 1,000 

pounds at the time of his death in 
1857. Darden was married to a 
woman who was 4 feet, 11 inches 

tall and weighed only 98 pounds.  
Darden made a living as a farmer 

and once owned a saloon.  He lived 
in Rhea County for a while and was 

an employee of Dr Addison Locke 
who built a forge on Piney Creek 

which is close to the mountain near 
Spring City. He is shown in a photo 
on Facebook, but it is not con-

firmed whether that is an actual 
photograph of him. The Dardens 

had several children, and their tall-
est son stood 5-feet, 11-inches tall and was average weight. Dar-

den’s weight was estimated by having him ride a wagon and 
measuring how deep the wheels sank into the mud and comparing 
that depth to the depth the wheels sank while carrying other ob-

jects with a known weight.
