Rush Limbaugh, who transformed talk radio and politics in his
decades behind the microphone, has died after a year-long battle
with lung cancer. He was 70. Limbaugh’s wife, Kathryn, made
the announcement at the start of his radio show Wednesday after-
noon. The conservative radio icon learned he had Stage IV lung
cancer in January 2020. He was awarded the Presidential Medal
of Freedom by President Trump at the State of the Union address
three days later.

He continued to host his radio show when he was physically
able to do so between treatments. His program has been on WY XI
Radio in Athens from noon to 3 p.m. since September 1st, 1992.
