The Athens City Council held its monthly meeting Tuesday eve-
ning without City Manager C. Seth Sumner, who is currently on a
two-week unpaid suspension.

e The Council awarded the monthly VIVID (Very Important
Individual) Award to Erica Peden for the volunteer work she
does at the Animal Shelter. She is also an ambassador to the
community to promote the work of the Humane Society to
adopt more animals into loving homes.

e Interim Police Chief Fred Shultz reported on police activity
for the month of September. There were 54 thefts, 26 as-
saults, 9 burglaries, 3 motor vehicle thefts, 1 homicide, and 1
sex offense. Officers issued 225 citations for moving viola-
tions. Officers made a total of 132 arrests. There were 69
traffic accidents in the city in September, with 9 injuries.
There are currently four vacancies on the police department.

e  Athens Fire Chief Brandon Ainsworth reported that firefight-
ers responded to 180 calls in September. Most of them-122-
were for rescue and emergency medical service. There were
2 fires (one was a building fire in Englewood and one was a
passenger vehicle fire), and 19 false alarms.
