Judge Sandra Donaghy is seeking re-election in the 10th Judicial 
District as Criminal Court Judge for Bradley, McMinn, Monroe, 
and Polk Counties. Sandra was 
first elected in 2014 and previ-
ously has practiced as a judge, a 
prosecutor, a public defender, 
and has been involved in private 
practice.  Since 2014 and 
through the start of the Covid-
19 restrictions, she decreased 
her backlog by 9%.  Judge 
Donaghy has, in conjunction 
with Judge Freiberg, resolved 
over 15,000 cases.

Both of 
these initiatives assess offenders for mental health and/or addic-
tion treatment needs and the court holds them accountable. 
These programs restore those involved to productive roles in 

society, thereby saving local governments thousands of dollars. 
Her future goals for the Criminal Court are to continue to reduce 
the case backlog, expand the treatment courts, and give every 
defendant a fair and equitable day in court while earnestly pro-
tecting the rights of victims.
