1815 - The last major engagement of the War of 1812 came to 

an end as U.S. forces defeated the British in the Battle of New 
Orleans, not having gotten word of the signing of a peace treaty. 
1918 - President Woodrow Wilson outlined his Fourteen Points 

for lasting peace after World War I. Mississippi became the first 
state to ratify the 18th Amendment to the Constitution, which
