A Tennessee lawmaker has proposed legislation making contact 
or injury of a sporting official a crime. The bill comes just after 
Rep. Jeremy Faison was ejected from a high school basketball 
game for trying to pull down an official’s pants. The bill seeks to 
make assaulting an official a crime under state law. Assault 
against an official would be a Class E felony, punishable by up to 
six years in prison and a $3,000 fine.
