The State of Tennessee is putting a hold on all executions 

through the remainder of 2022 after the state failed to test its 

lethal injection drugs prior to the scheduled execution of 72 year

prieve. Governor Bill Lee has ordered an independent review of 

the entire lethal injection protocol. Lee has tapped a former U.S. 

Attorney to find out what caused the Department of Corrections 

oversight. The execution manual will also be reviewed.
