Major equity markets ended mixed, as the Nasdaq closed mod-

estly higher. The S&P finished lower and is inching towards a 

technical bear market, down 20%. The 10-year Treasury yield is 

now down to 2.87% levels. The Dow Jones Industrial Average 
was down 103.81 to 31,730.30. The Standard & Poor's 500 
Index was down 5.10 to 3,930.08 and the NASDAQ Com-
posite Index was up 6.73 to 11,370.96.
