A large fire erupted around noon on Saturday in Cleveland. While on 
patrol a THP Officer noticed smoke coming from a business within How-
ard's Flea Market lo-
cated on the Waterlevel 
Highway. When the 
officer entered the 
building several people 
were trying to extin-
guish the fire but it was 
unfeasible, at which 
time the Officer or-
dered the building to be 
evacuated immediately. 
Bradley County Fire 
Department requested 
Tri State Mutual Aid 
from numerous other departments. Those responding were Cleveland 
City, Highway 58 from Chattanooga, Englewood Rural, Athens Rural, 
Etowah Rural, Tri Community, Bradley County EMS, West Polk and the 
Bradley County Sheriff's Department. The departments that were on 
standby for other fire departments were Chattanooga City, Calhoun Ru-
ral, and Niota Rural.

FRIDAY’S MARKET REPORT:  The S&P 500 was down 
about 20% from its peak, but closed flat for the day. There were 
no economic releases or new catalysts for the midday weakness.  
International sentiment got a boost following moves by China to 
shore up its economy. The Chinese central bank unexpectedly cut 
the five-year loan prime rate to 4.45% from 5%. This is the big-
gest reduction since 2019. The Dow Jones Industrial Average was 
down 8.77 to 31,261.90. The Standard & Poor's 500 Index was 
up .57 to 3,901.36, and the NASDAQ Composite Index was down 
33.88 to 11,354.62.
