.| system. Kittle was indicted
{ on November 28, 2018. His
, =4 trial was to begin yesterday
morning in Kingston. Senior Assistant District Attorney,
Robert Edwards, tells the Morning Fax that Kittle de-
cided to plead guilty just before the trial started. He will
appear in front of Circuit Court Judge Michael
Pemberton on January 11, 2023 for sentencing. It’s ex-
pected that he will receive a sentence of 15 to 25 years in
prison with no probation allowed.
