MONDAY’S MARKET REPORT                        

Equities closed moderately lower as markets regroup fol-
lowing last week's gains, which closed out January with a 
6% increase for the month. The 10-year Treasury yield 
moved back above 3.6% after dropping below 3.35% last 
week. The increase in rates provided a lift to the U.S. dollar. 
Oil moved higher after a sharp drop last week that pushed 
crude prices below $74 per barrel. The price of WTI Crude 
Oil was up .37 to 74.48.  At the closing bell, the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average was down 34.99 to 33,891.02. The S&P 
500 was down 25.40 to 4,111.08, and The Nasdaq Compos-

ite was down 119.50 to 11,887.45.
